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The new Soulages Museum will
open on 30 May 2014 in Rodez,
the home town of the artist
Pierre Soulages. The museum
will house the extraordinary
donations made by Pierre and
Colette Soulages to the Greater
Rodez Urban Community.

This gift of more than 500 works and
documents is the most significant
collection ever donated by an artist
during his lifetime.

From 2001, Pierre Soulages was certain
that the core of the future museum
would be all his works on the stained
glass windows he created for the abbey
of Conques, both in the concept of the
museum and the choice of its
architecture. The collection includes his
preparatory works for the windows,
figurative paintings and walnut-stain
works from his youth, as well as his
complete printed works.

The museum intends to become a
reference point for international modern
and contemporary art. To mark the
opening, it will stage an exhibition,
‘Pierre Soulages: The Outrenoir(s)
[Ultra-Blacks] in European collections’.
